We continue to work on “winter projects” to help improve the aesthetics of the
property. A few examples - re-painting tee markers, removed hole markers,

edging of the cart path around the property. During the month of February we
will shift our attention to Hole 10 as we begin the project to re-wire the irrigation
system to prepare for new sod this year, our first priority of 2026 to improve the

playability of the right side of the fairway and rough.
