The Board of Directors recognizes that our long-term success as a members-owned club includes attracting young 
adults to join Lakewood.  With that in mind, we are offering a special initiation fee arrangement through the end of 

May 2026.  Young adults, less than 35 years of age, are eligible for the special arrangement.  The young adult 
prospect would pay $2,500 initiation fee upon the Board of Director's approval of their Young Adult Single or Family 

Golf Membership application.  The remainder of the initiation fee would be due on or before the member turns 35.  
At age 35 the member would transition to a Resident Golf Single or Family Membership.  The remainder of the 

initiation fee is calculated as one-half of the current Golf Initiation Fee on the date it is paid.  Note that there is no 
refund if the current Golf Initiation Fee is less than $2,500.  If you know of a young adult that is interested in finding
